
Mission Baptist Church History  
A Bible study formed on Osan Air Base by Ellison Marshal 
in 1982 was the beginning of what became Mission Baptist 
Church.  Baptist Bible Fellowship missionary Doug Cox 
helped the church organize in May 1983 at the Eun Hye 
Baptist Girl’s School, where the church continued to meet, 
and Rev. Ray Miller was called as the pastor.  Shortly 
thereafter the church moved to Aragan Alley to be near 
the Osan Air Base main gate.  Rev. Charlie Ross first 
served as the interim pastor, and after experiencing 
growth in the Sunday Morning attendance, the church 
moved in 1986 to a leased second floor location overlook-
ing the Shin Jang Shopping Mall.  The church called Pastor 
Ross as their permanent pastor in 1987.  Growth continued 
and in 1994 the church relocated to the second floor of the 
current location in the Sambo Department Building.  The 
church was able to purchase the current location, including 
basement, first floor, and the second floor in November 
2003.   

When the property was put up for sale by the building 
owner, Pastor Ross said flatly, “We’re not moving, God 
wants us to have this building.”  God moved on the heart 
of the owner to offer the church a discounted price and to 
return the deposit of a Seoul company that was willing to 
pay the full market price.  Miraculously, the local bank 
manager believed that a “foreign” church should be able 
to obtain financing, and against the advice of his superiors 
in Seoul, led his staff to provide financing for half the pur-
chase price.  Without prompting, two men in the United 
States were willing to loan part of their retirement savings 
to the church.  The church members had given sacrificially 
for several years in preparation for this moment, and the 
total amount of funds was exactly the asking price for the 
building. 

In addition to the sacrificial giving of the congregation, 
Temple Baptist Church of Odessa, Texas gave $60,000 to 
help remodel the building.  Four churches in the U.S. sent 
teams of people to help with the work. Hundreds of differ-
ent members of the MBC family donated their time and 
labor to give us a place to worship and serve the Lord 
Jesus Christ. 

The congregation invited Rev. Michael Ivey to join Pastor 
Ross as the Co-Pastor in the fall of 2004, and he took full 
responsibility for the leadership and oversight of the 
church in March 2005.  Under his leadership the church has 
completed the remodeling of the lower level and the sec-
ond floor in addition to the purchase of a fifth floor apart-
ment.

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Message from Pastor Ivey 

First, through four designated Sundays this year, called 
“Kingdom Investment Sunday”, you will be asked to 
prayerfully consider a sacrificial gift over and above 
your regular giving to the Lord’s work.  The first of these is 
Sunday, March 30th, the next will be in July.   

Second, a commitment to give a designated sacrificial 
offering during 2008 (weekly or monthly), over and 
above your regular giving to the Lord’s work, will allow us 
to plan for “balloon” payments against the principal in 
2008.

The church obtained financing at the Nong-hyup Bank, but 
the banking system only allows for the payment of 
monthly interest, without a monthly payment on the princi-
pal.  This year in addition to paying off the U.S. loan 
($50,000), we will refinance the Nong-hyup loan which 
gives us the opportunity to pay down significantly on the 
principal.  The 2008 challenge is to present our entire 
indebtedness to the Lord, asking Him to provide through 
our sacrificial giving as He sees fit.

Every dollar that you give to the Lord for paying 
down the principal allows us to spend seven 
cents more each year for ministry instead of 
paying that seven cents for interest charges. 

Your prayerful and sacrificial giving is a way to 
join hands with the thousands of MBC family 
members who have gone before you, and have 
invested in YOU and YOUR FAMILY.  Like them, 
you will be investing in the preaching of the gos-
pel of Jesus Christ long after your departure 
from Korea.  Your sacrifice will allow other peo-
ple’s children to hear the Word of God, it will 
allow other families to be reconciled, and it will 
train more laborers, send more missionaries, and 
start more churches.  Your investment will continue 
the work of Mobilizing a Kingdom Force.
